MEETING MINUTES 

 
OCTOBER 12, 2010 

 
 
 

1. CALL TO ORDER 
 
Chair Katrine Nau opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.  Committee Members present:  Katrine 
Nau, Eugene Earney, Denise McDowall Seyko, Renee Rossman, Janae Stern and Planning 
Commission Liaison Scott Marotz.  Committee Members Absent:  City Council Liaison Dick 
Backlund.  Also Present:  Public Works Director Michael Goebel.         

 
2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
 
Committee Member Stern motioned to accept the September 13, 2010 Meeting Minutes.  
Seconded by Committee Member Earney, unanimous ayes, motion carried. 

 
    3. OLD BUSINESS 
 

3A. DISCUSS OUTDOOR FITNESS EQUIPMENT 
 
Public Works Director Goebel researched information on outdoor fitness equipment from 
various companies.  Our present Park Dedication budget after outstanding bills are paid is 
$69,466.00.  Each piece of outdoor fitness equipment range from $2,000.00 to $4,000.00, 
depending on single or double.  The Board reviewed the different companies.  Other topics of 
discussion included future funding and the amount of money projected on maintenance and 
replacement of playground equipment in Powell Park and other City Parks.  A future dog 
park was also discussed.  It was the consensus of the Board to review this item after the all 
Committee Meeting in December with the City Council.           
 
4. OTHER BUSINESS  
 
Committee Member Earney noted that a comment was made by a Candidate running for City 
Council that the Parks Committee is spending money on new playground equipment.  It was 
discussed that a clarification should be made that the money being spent is money that has 
been dedicated for Parks from development in the City and the money is not coming from the 
General Budget.     
 
 
Chair Nau informed the Committee that metal posts have been donated by Wright County for 
the bird houses that were constructed on Pollinator Day.  The Boy Scouts will be installing 
the posts and bird houses in the near future.   
 



Committee Member Rossman inquired about the trail in River Oaks Parks.  Once the leaves 
fall, Public Works Director Goebel would like the Committee to walk the Park so the 
Committee can see where the trail will be. 
 
Public Works Director Goebel informed the Committee that Soil and Water will do the 
planting of the Prairie Restoration seed in November at McDowall Park. This will take place 
after the first major freeze.       
 
The playground equipment for Lakeside Park is scheduled for installation on October 18th.  
The STS Crew will be assisting in the installation and any Parks Committee Board Member 
that would like to volunteer to work is welcome.  The goal is to have the playground installed 
in two days.  
 
There was a concern that the flashing lights on County Road 43 may not be working and the 
street light at the intersection is out.  Public Works Director Goebel will check into the lights.   
 
Public Works Director Goebel ordered a sign for Riverside Landing Park.    
 
Planning Commission Liaison Marotz mentioned that the Parks Committee might want to 
consider spending money on trees.  Since there is no building going on the tree farms have 
ample supply of trees for a reasonable price at this time of year. The Committee will wait to 
see if the tree planting grant that Public Works Director Goebel wrote is awarded them.
