Other Building Department Activity in 2015
Zoning:
The building department staff partners with the city planner to assist in the regulatory process to both inform the public and regulate the city code as it pertains to small site improvement projects such as sheds, fences and parking pads.
City code requires a homeowner to obtain a zoning permit prior to installing any sheds, fences and parking pads.

Code Enforcement:  

Building Department staff and the Police Department staff worked together in 2015 to facilitate the City’s Code Enforcement program.  
Big Lake Code enforcement program is a way for the residence to contact the City regarding issues that arise within the neighborhood.  The complaint form is submitted to the department with both the address of concern along with the applicants contact information.
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
