PARKS ADVISORY COMMITTEE

MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 13, 2011
1. CALL TO ORDER
Chair Katrine Nau opened the meeting at 6:08 p.m.  Committee Members present:  Katrine Nau, Denise McDowall Seyko, Eugene Earney, Renee Rossman.  Committee Members Absent:  Janae Stern, Planning Commission Liaison Scott Marotz and City Council Liaison Mike Wallen.  Also Present:  Public Works Director Michael Goebel.        
2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Committee Member Earney motioned to accept the May 9, 2011 Meeting Minutes with one correction to the third paragraph under Other Business being Committee Member Rossman inquired regarding the PTO and Committee Member Stern informed the Committee about the PTO.      Seconded by Committee Member Rossman, unanimous ayes, motion carried.
3. OLD BUSINESS
3A. DISCUSS PARK PROJECTS
Public Works Director Goebel researched the easement by Shady River Campgrounds.  The land was also surveyed.  There is an easement to use the cart way but an easement through the Arcon Property is questionable.  At this time the residents seem favorable to grant an easement to the City for parking.  Discussion followed regarding a walk bridge and researching grants for the parking lot.  The campgrounds are possibly going into tax forfeiture.  Public Works Director Goebel will research this further.     

The County Road 5 bridge replacement will be finished possibly this week or next.  

Community Education will partner with the Parks Committee in regards to the Community Garden.  Information will be placed in both the fall 2011 and spring 2012 Community Education brochure for the Community Garden next year.   Discussion followed.  Preparation of the land should begin the fall of 2011.  Chair Nau and Committee Member Stern will prepare a draft of what information will be placed in the Community Education brochure for the Parks Committee to review at the next meeting.  It was also suggested to check with Elk River to find out why their Community Garden is closed.       
Pictures of City parks are close to being done and put on the City’s web-site.  
The Safe Route to School Grant was discussed.  The grant would provide a path/sidewalk along County Road 5.  Committee Member McDowall Seyko inquired if the speed limit along Eagle Lake Road/County Road 5 where is turns to 55 MPH could be reduced. The City approached the County in the past with a request to reduce the speed limit and was denied already.  Discussion followed.  Two grants are written for this project, the other grant is through the State.  It was suggested to wait to see if a grant is approved and then include the speed reduction in the project.  If a grant is not awarded this year then the Park Committee could pursue the speed reduction alone.
A concession vehicle is now operating at Lakeside Park.  No swimmer’s itch has been reported at Lakeside Park so far this year.  

Committee Member Earney inquired if Brown’s Square Park will be restored after construction.  Public Works Director Goebel stated that the Park will be restored after the new irrigation is installed.
Irrigation is now running at Lakeside Park.
