1. CALL TO ORDER

3A. DISCUSS RIVER OAKS PARK
Public Works Director Goebel informed the Committee that on November 26, 2011 the redemption period is up on Shady River Campgrounds.  If no money is put up at that time the property will go back to the bank which is Wells Fargo at this time.  Discussion took place regarding the parcels of land adjacent to the campground and park, one parcel is owned by Bob McDowall and the other parcel is owned by Arcon Development.    Discussion continued regarding the various possibilities of these parcels of land. Follow up will continue on Shady River Campgrounds after November, 2011 when the redemption period is up. 

The Public Works Department will mow a trail in the River Oaks Park this fall.
